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LIFESTYLE STATEMENT


The Omaha Street School is a faith-based organization.  The core tenets upon which the school was founded are: the life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, and a commitment to live out the message and principles of Jesus, as found in the Bible.  Given this, the Bible serves as the guiding light for the Omaha Street School and is seen as the ultimate solution to the problems that face students.  

Most Omaha Street School (OSS) students do not come from homes where God’s love is practiced.  Drug and alcohol abuse, as well as sexual promiscuity, are commonplace.  The OSS staff is often the only positive examples that our young people will encounter.  It is therefore imperative that OSS Staff exhibit a lifestyle that aligns with the Biblical model and represent a tangible example of Jesus’ life-changing power.  While it is understood that followers of Jesus might differ in the particulars of this according to personal conviction and upbringing, the following standards are required for all Omaha Street School staff:

 Staff must never engage in the use, sale, or distribution of any illegal drug or substance.

 Staff should not engage in the consumption of tobacco products in the presence of students and should not advocate or make light of tobacco use to any members of the student body.

 Staff should refrain from the use of profanity, especially around students, and avoid the use of any terms that are disparaging to any race or ethnicity.  

 Staff should not engage in, and are expected not to, advocate for premarital, extramarital, or same sex relationships.  To avoid even the appearance of sin, and thus to avoid the opportunity for confusion or misunderstanding, individuals of opposite genders should not cohabit.

There is considerable difference of opinion and conviction among Christians on the consumption of alcoholic beverages.  Some are raised to believe that alcoholic use of any kind at any time is wrong and others have varying degrees of tolerance and agreement as to what is appropriate.  Because so many OSS students come from families with addiction backgrounds, OSS staff should refrain from consuming alcohol, or advocating for the usage of alcohol, in the presence of students. Great care and discretion should be used when consuming alcohol in public, even outside of the presence of students.
